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Students who do not
take such courses are
required to complete
10 credits of general

liberal arts courses.
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Students who take
such courses are
required to complete a
maximum of 2 credits
of the courses and 8
credits of general
liberal arts courses.
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All undergraduates must earn at least 138 credits in order to graduate, including program required credits, university required
credits, college core courses, departmental core courses, and at least one " department professional elective program". If students do
not earn the minimum credits for graduation, they can freely take other courses and programs (excluding general education courses,
university required credits, and physical education (V) and (VI)) to make up the required credits.
